	Week 1 – April 17, 2009
	New Testament Survey of Deliverance and Healing
	Familiarize student with historical and theoretical concepts of biblical deliverance and healing.  Show that deliverance and healing is a N.T. norm; cause student to imagine possibilities of supernatural deliverances and healings.
	Delivering people from demons and healing the sick are integral and not coincidental to the New Testament message.  Deliverance and healing are foundational elements of the gospel.  These doctrines stand on their own and are not simply lesser elements of more important teachings (e.g., “Jesus is God,” “Jesus is the Savior of the world,” etc.) 

	Week 2 – April 24, 2009
	Old Testament Survey of Deliverance and Healing
	Familiarize student with historical and theoretical concepts of biblical deliverance and healing. Show that healing is in the O.T.  Show that the O.T. provides insights to deliverance ministry.
	Deliverance and healing were available to Old Testament saints through intercession.

	Week 3 – May 1, 2009
	Activities and Operations of Demons
	Explore and explain activities, purposes, and methods of demons in spiritual warfare.
	Activities of demons are more pervasive than most Christians realize.  Familiarization with Satan’s activities and methods will increase the student’s spiritual perception and ability to cast out demons.

	Week 4 – May 8, 2009
	Accurate Definition and Possible Signs of Demonization
	Examine signs and degrees of possible and probable demonic activity.  This will help Christians properly categorize certain conditions and activities as supernatural or natural.
	Certain conditions and behaviors are partially or fully demonic.  This means there is significant indirect or overwhelming direct demonic influence that aggravates or causes conditions or behaviors.

	Week 5 – May 15, 2009
	Biblical Doctrines of Healing: Delays, Disappointments, and Deaths in the Healing Ministry
	Reconcile the reality of healing with the fact that most people aren’t healed.  Help students understand some of the delays in healing.  Help students reconcile death with the healing ministry.  Help students have mercy on the sick.
	God forgives all our sins and heals all our diseases (spiritual, mental, and physical).  This is true even thought most people will die in their sins and never be healed of their diseases.

	Week 6 – May 23, 2009
	Biblical Doctrines of Healing: Recognizing the Works of Jesus versus the Works of the Devil
	Help students distinguish the works of God versus the works of Satan.  Expose Satan’s deception of tricking people into accepting his curses as God’s blessings.
	Healing and deliverance is good; disease and bondage is bad.  God is the Healer; Satan is the destroyer.  Except for divine judgment and general decay of our mortal flesh, it is statistically safe to assume that Satan is (or may be) the cause or aggravator of many crimes, accidents, diseases, and even deaths.

	Week 7 – May 30, 2009
	Deliverance and Healing through the Power of the Holy Spirit
	Help students understand that deliverance healing come through the activity of the Holy Spirit.  Help students depend more on the Holy Spirit than their own ability to cast out demons and heal the sick.
	Jesus our Lord was totally dependent on the Holy Spirit to perform miracles; so are we.

	Week 8 – June 6, 2009
	Deliverance and Healing through the Power of the Holy Spirit: Believers
	Help students understand that deliverance and healing come through the activity of the Holy Spirit.  Help students depend more on the Holy Spirit than upon their own ability to cast out demons and heal the sick.  Help students understand that our effectiveness in supernatural ministry is limited to our level of intimacy with God.
	Believers are totally dependent upon the Holy Spirit to perform miracles.  This should prevent two enemies of supernatural ministry:  (1) Fear that we can’t do the supernatural works of Christ; and (2) Pride when we are used in the supernatural.
